Non-accessible content 

The content listed below is non-accessible for the following reasons. 
 

Non-compliance with the accessibility regulations 

Some images do not have a text alternative, so people using a screen reader cannot 
access the information. This fails WCAG 2.2 success criterion 1.1.1 (non-text 
content). 

Some table text are displayed as images. This fail WCAG 2.2 success criterion 1.4.9 
(Images of Text). 

Not all content can be navigated using only a keyboard. This fail WCAG 2.2 success 
criterion 2.1.2 (No Keyboard Trap). 

We plan to add text alternatives for all images by July 2025, when en we update our 
website. In the meantime, when publish new content, we’ll make sure our use of 
images meets accessibility standards. 
 
 

Disproportionate burden 

Navigation and accessing information 

There’s no way to skip the repeated content in the page header (for example, a ‘skip 
to main content’ option). 

There are no multiple ways of finding other web pages on the site except for the 
search function. 

It is not possible to ensure markup is used in a way to facilitate accessibility 
throughout the entire website due to the amount of pages and age of website. 

We’ve assessed the cost of fixing the issues with navigation and accessing 
information. We believe that doing so now would be a disproportionate burden within 
the meaning of the accessibility regulations. We will make another assessment when 
the supplier contract is up for renewal, likely to be in [rough timing]. 
 
 

 

 

 

 



Content that’s not within the scope of the accessibility regulations 

PDFs and other documents 

The accessibility regulations do not require us to fix PDFs or other documents 
published before 23 September 2018 if they’re not essential to providing our 
services.

Live video 

We do not plan to add captions to live video streams because live video is exempt 
from meeting the accessibility regulations. 
 

What we’re doing to improve accessibility 

We plan to completely update our website by 31st August 2025 and make sure it fully 
GCAG 2.2 compliant. 
 

Preparation of this accessibility statement 

This statement was prepared on 25th February 2025. It was last reviewed on 20th 
February 2025. 

This website was last tested manually on 20th February 2025 against the WCAG 2.2 
AA standard. 

The test was carried out by the Website Manager at Barham Primary School. The 
most viewed pages, were tested using the WCAG 2 checklist, the World Wide Web 
Consortium (W3C) accessibility tools and the WAVE browser extension evaluation 
tool.
